Sector – 51 has been developed recently and handed over to Municipal Corporation in February/2009.  The inspection of roads were carried out by the undersigned alongwith the Sub Divisional Engineer, Roads Sub Division No. 10, M.C. and observed that lot of pot holes and depressions have developed on the road surface causing hindrance in smooth flow of traffic on V-5 road in Sector – 51, Chandigarh after development of the residential houses by societies and Chandigarh Housing Board Complex.  It is also observed that the widening of V-5 road is feasible from 24 ‘ to 33’ after shifting of services such as 50 street light poles and 20 road gullies.  This road was last carpetted in the year 2004 and is due for recarpetting as per policy of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.

Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs. 94.60 lacs has been prepared.  The scope of work taken in the estimate is as under:-

Sector – 51 was developed by the Chandigarh Administration and handed over to Municipal Corporation in February/2009.  The inspection of roads were carried out by the undersigned alongwith the Sub Divisional Engineer, Roads Sub Division No. 10, M.C. and observed that lot of pot holes and depressions have developed on the road surface causing hindrance in smooth flow of traffic on V-6 road in Sector – 51 A, Chandigarh after development of the residential houses by Chandigarh Housing Board Complex.  It is also observed that the widening of V-6 road is feasible from 16‘ to 22’ and 12’ to 16’ after shifting of services such as 45 street light poles and 90 road gullies. These roads were last carpetted in the year 2004 and are due for recarpetting as per policy of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.

Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs. 76.79 lacs has been prepared.  The scope of work taken in the estimate is as under:-

The Area councilor Sh. Ram Lal alongwith S.E.(B&R) inspected the site and it was directed therein at site to widen the internal roads so as to make it feasible for recarpeting of these roads.  Area Councilor vide his letter dated 22.02.2010 also intimated that the internal roads of Ram Darbar has not been Recarpetted since the last 10 to 15 years.  Moreover, the Public Health Wing of M.C has also laid the sewerage lines along these roads lengthwise & constructed the manholes on account of which the whole of sub base gets disturbed resulting shabby condition of these roads.  It has been found that there exist encroachment along these internal roads and as decided therein during site inspection of C.E.M.C and S.E.(B&R) to widen these roads and also to dismantle the existing paver blocks to have 12’ width internal roads irrespective of encroachments as feasible for providing flexible pavement in public interest.




Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs.74.79 lacs has been prepared and submitted for arranging administrative approval and allotment of funds.  The estimate includes the following scope of works.

1. Dismantling of paver.

2. Earth work.
3. P/L and Spreading 63-45mm and 52-55.4mm stone aggregate.
4. P/F surface dressing.
5. P/F 25mm thick SDBC.

(Approx. Amount:-Rs.121.64 Lacs)

The site was inspected by the C.E.M.C along with area councilor and it was directed at site for construction of internal roads of Ram Darbar, Ph-I irrespective of encroachment made at site with plain cement concrete flooring.  According, the survey was conducted for 118 streets having an area 140572 sft.  The width of these roads is approximately 8’.  It was proposed to provide0.45mx0.30mx0.15m rectangle concrete blocks. The estimate was framed accordingly to provide rectangular concrete block pavement as cement concrete flooring requires sufficient time for its setting, hardening and curing to achieve the desired strengthening which is not feasible in these colony roads.



Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs.121.64 lacs has been prepared to execute the work irrespective of encroachment as decided at site during site inspection, which is submitted for arranging administrative approval and allotment of funds.  The estimate includes the following scope of works.

1. Dismantling of flexible pavement.

2. Earth work.

3. Preparation of sub grade.

4. P/L 10mm thick C.C. 1:8:16.

5. Providing rectangular concrete block pavement.

6. Dismantling of existing kerb.

The width of V-6 roads was kept as 12’ and 16’ respectively when these roads 
were built.  As the vehicular traffic was less, the roads were able to cater the load of traffic.  With passage of time, the vehicular traffic has increased manifold.  An immediate need is being felt to widen these roads so that traffic can move smoothly.  With the widened roads it will very easy to cross over and park vehicles on the road side in case of emergency.  A meeting was held on 10.10.2007 under the Chairmanship of the Advisor to the Administrator, Union Territory, Chandigarh in which the Advisor has directed vide letter No.9/7/1-1H (I)-2007/20387 dated 11.10.2007 that all the V-6 roads be widened to the maximum width wherever it is feasible.  These roads were last carpetted in the year 2004 and are due for recarpetting as per policy of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.

Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs.127.04 lacs has been

Since number of educational, private institutions are situated on -5 roads, resulting in high intensity of traffic on this road, causing jam during peak hours. At present the width of V-5 road in Sector 24 is 24’-0”.  With the passage of time 
the traffic has increased manifold on V-5 roads. Since number of educational, private institutions are situated on V-5 roads, resulting in high intensity of traffic on this road causing jam during peak hours.  To ease out this congestion a meeting was held under the Chairmanship of Home Secretary U.T.Chandigarh on 12.4.2006 and approval was granted vide letter No.STP-06/8427 dated 23.8.2006 for the chief Architect U.T.Chandigarh to widen from 24’-0” to 33’-0”. 51 electricity poles, 40 road gullies, and 3 traffic light poles, 20 nos.trees, 5 nos.manholes, one telephone pole, one no. electricity boxes and one no. post box are coming in the alignment of road.

Providing of Insurance Facility to the operational staff of Fire and Emergency Services, MC, Chandigarh. 



The union of employees of Fire and Emergency Services, MC, Chd. has demanded the insurance facility to the operational staff of the Fire and Emergency Services, MC, Chd. At present the Fire and Emergency Services are governed under the Punjab Fire Brigade Rules, 1977. There is no insurance cover provided in Punjab Fire and Emergency Services. However the risk allowance is being given by Delhi Fire Service/Punjab Fire Services Department. The staff of Fire and Emergency Wing provides special service to the residents of City even on the incidents of natural disasters. Our staff while performing their official duties like control of fire incidents and other disaster is exposed to high risk to their life in the city. The staff of Fire Wing have to be very courageous to perform risky duty even they have to operate the Fire operation at the height of more than 100 feets and such their nature of duty involves serious risk of life. Most of the staff have been allotted Govt. Accommodation in the Fire Brigade complex itself due to their Emergency Nature of duties. They also attend duty whenever called or in case of any fire incident/emergency and also have to attend fire call even after their duty hours/wee hours. 



The Fire Staff provides excellent services to the city to avoid any untoward incident. Late Sh. Amarjit Singh Mavi sacrificed his life while performing his official duty in the Fire incident which occurred in Sector 22 house in October, 2008 and no extra benefit could be given to him due to non provision of insurance cover under the present rules. Our staff also provided excellent services upto 10.00 PM during the incident occurred in Sector 31 dumping ground and saved 2 precious lives. Recently fire took place in Plot No. 30 IA, Phase-I, Chandigarh where the fire employees exhibited their presence of mind, courage and devotion of duty and performed excellent job to avoid the spread of fire in the surrounding factories and one of these factory was having huge stock of paints which is highly inflammable. 



Keeping in view the above said facts and circumstances, it is felt that all the operational staff of Fire and Emergency Wing be covered under insurance as per detailed mentioned below: -

Proposed amendment in the existing notification regarding Impounding of stray cattle in U.T. Chandigarh.  



The Cattle Trespass Act, 1871 is being implemented by the office of Medical Officer of Health, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh which empowers impounding of stray cattle.  The fine and feeding charges for every head of cattle impounded in the local area of Union Territory, Chandigarh are recovered from the owner as per the Gazette notification No. 1172/F-II(8)-2005/3243 dated 12th May, 2005 issued under Section 12 of the Cattle Trespass Act, 1871. 



The Stray cattle menace is required to be checked strictly for which the fine and feeding charges are required to be enhanced so that the same becomes deterrent for the owners who allow their cattle to roam freely without caring for human life.  


The proposed amendments to the existing fine and feeding charges are as below:

The feeding charges for the impounded cattle in respect of category mentioned at Sr.No.1,2,5, 6 & 7 shall be Rs.100/- (Rupees hundred only)  instead of Rs.50/- (Rupees fifty only) per day and in respect of category at Sr.No. 3 & 4 shall be Rs.300/- (Rupees three hundred only) instead of Rs.150/- (Rupees one hundred and fifty only) per day. 

The following provisions are required to be incorporated:

1. The cattle will be released to the owner against fine twice only and subsequently the cattle if impounded will be auctioned. 

2. The Sub Divisional Magistrates be requested to initiate action against the cattle owners who let loose their animals under relevant provisions of law.

In the 145th meeting of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh held on 29.09.2009 Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma raised a question/discrepancy in the information submitted by CEMC with regard to the widening of V-6 roads, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh and Construction of Community Centre.  The Commissioner, Municipal Corporation has assured the House that “the ACMC will look whether there is intentionally delay, procedural lapse or whether wide publicity has been given or not.” 



Accordingly, the CMC vide his order dated 06.10.2009 has marked inquiry to the undersigned to enquire into the matter on the following two grounds 

1. Is there any intentionally delay on the part of any of the officer/official?

2. Whether prescribed procedure has been followed or not?

The questionnaire was sent to the XENR-1 M.C., Chandigarh to submit the reply to  each question along with necessary documents vide this office memo No.PA/ACMC/2009/129 & 130 dated 09.01.2010 to complete the said inquiry.   The  XEN,  R-1 vide letter No.543 dated 14.01.10 has supplied the information in question.  After consulting the records the undersigned reached to the following findings/conclusions:-
1. Widening of V-6 road, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh:  
The agenda for widening of V-6 road Sector 8 A, B & C was placed before the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 126th meeting held on 27.02.2008 and the rough cost estimate to the tune of Rs. 110.31 lacs  was approved.   The minutes of the said meeting were issued on 25.03.2008.  The administrative approval of the said work was accorded by CEMC vide No.77 dated 08.04.2008.  The DNIT was prepared by the concerned SDE on 12.08.2009. In the weekly meeting held under the chairmanship of the C.E.M.C. on 13.05.2008 to review the progress of ongoing development works for widening of V-6 road Sector 8 A, B, & C, it was decided that the work will be taken up after shifting of services.  Accordingly the SDER-3 took  up the issue with the concerned departments to remove the trees, shifting of transmission line and poles, shifting of road gullies coming in the alignment of the road.  Thereafter tender notice was published in the newspaper on 18.9.2009. After obtaining approval of the competent authority the work was allotted to M/s A.K.Sood, Engineer and Contractor vide memo No.  22373 dated 27.11.2009.  The work is  to be completed within 4 months by the said agency from the date of the allotment of work .

CONCLUSION:
In view of the above given facts, there seems to be no intentional delay on part of any officer / official at any level, but at the same time no officer / official seems to have made sincere efforts to dispose it off in the time bound manner, as the Administrative approval was accorded vide letter No. 77  dated  8.4.2008  issued from office of  Chief Engineer,  Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and the work was allotted on 27.11.2009 after an expiry of 20 months (approx.).  The prescribed procedure has been followed but in the peace –meal manner which resulted in an  inordinate procedural delay. 
2. 
Construction of Hall in Ground Floor, Lobby and Mini Hall  in First Floor and   renovation of existing Community Centre Building, Sector 8, Chandigarh: 

The agenda for construction of Community Centre building, Sector 8 was placed before the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 132nd meeting held on 29.08.2008 and the rough cost estimate to  the tune of Rs.74.12 lacs was approved by the House.   The administrative approval of the said work was accorded by CEMC vide No.282 dated 24.09.2008.  The DNIT was prepared by the concerned SDE on 29.11.2008 and was approved by the C.E.M.C on 02.03.2009.    The work was allotted to M/s K.K. Sons vide letter No.15545 dated 28.08.2009, the work is to be completed within 9 months from the date of allotment.  The tender notice was published on 26.2.2009 i.e. before the DNIT was approved by the Competent Authority on 2.3.2009.

CONCLUSION:

There is again a serious procedural delay in allotting the work to the agency, but it cannot be termed as intentional delay on part of any officer / official at any level.  The prescribed procedure has been followed but in peace-meal manner,  as the Administrative approval was granted vide letter No. 282 dated 24.9.2008 issued from office of Chief Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and the work was allotted  on 28.8.2009. The total time taken for allotment of work took approximately a period of one year which includes the period of three months spent on the negotiations with the contractor.

Procurement of dry fodder/green fodder for the stray cattle  impounded at Cattle Pound, Indl. Area-I and Gaushalas in Sector 45 and Maloya, Chandigarh.


The Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh is entrusted with the responsibility of impounding stray cattle under Cattle Trespass Act, 1871 and to maintain the Gaushalas.  These cattle are to be fed during their stay in the Cattle Pound and the same is recovered by way of fine/feeding charges/ auction thereof.  The cattle are shifted to the Gaushalas which are not got released by the owners and are to be looked after by the Corporation. 



On the basis of the norms communicated by Chandigarh Animal Husbandry and the practice being adopted in the past, 5 Kg. of dry fodder per day per cattle and 3 Kg. of green fodder per day per cattle is being provided.



On the basis of the capacity of cattle pound and Gaushalas, the quantity of dry fodder/green fodder is calculated which comes out to 18900 qtl. of dry fodder and 11340 qtl. of green fodder, the detail of which is given below:

A Departmental Committee was constituted who has recommended that 12000 Qtl. of dry fodder against 18900 qtl. and 5000 Qtl. of green fodder against 11340 qtl. be got approved for one year w.e.f. April, 2010 to March, 2011.  The quantity has been reduced in view of the donations in kind of material being received in Gaushala Sector 45 by the donees and the same if found in excess is shifted to the Cattle Pound, Indl. Area Phase I and Maloya Gaushala.  However, it is seasonal and varies from time to time.



The short term open tenders were invited through Press for supply of dry fodder (Turi) 10,000 Qtl. and chopped green fodder 5000 Qtl.  The seasonal rates were sought from March to August and September to February respectively. 



In response to the short term open tenders, 7 firms submitted their bids for dry/green fodder, respectively.  Out of 7 firms who quoted their rates for dry fodder all were found to be as per NIT and M/s Manav Enterprises was found to have quoted lowest rate of Rs. 480/- from March to August and Rs. 551/- from September to February per Qtl., the detail of which is as below:

It is pertinent to mention that the rates quoted are Comprehensive and FOR premises i.e. Cattle Pound, Industrial Area Phase I, Gaushala Sector 45 and Maloya respectively as per our demand raised from time to time by the Incharges.  The rates are inclusive of loading/ unloading both sides i.e. at the source of procurement and at the delivery point.  The tractor trolleys/ truck etc. are to be provided by the firm supplying the fodder. Theatre in sector -17, Chandigarh and asked for its acceptance.    It will be pertinent to mention here that these alternates are based on original master plan   prepared by the Mons. Le. Corbusier.   The details of both the proposals are as below:

Salient features of Alternate – I :  

1. Dual carriage way  of 15’ -6” each.

2. 50 booths at ground floor under the deck of the over bridge.

3. Toilets on the ground floor.

4. Additional Site for offices approximately 4x800 sqft. provided along the side of   bridge by restricting the height to  10’-0”  by  inducting additional floor. 

5. Two lifts from ground floor to fourth floor. 
Salient features of Alternate – II :  

1. Dual carriage way  of 22’ -0” each.

2. 40 booths at ground floor under the deck of the over bridge.

3. Basement for parking of cycles and two wheelers. 

4. Toilets in the basement. 

5. Two lifts from ground floor to third floor.  



It will be worthwhile to mention here that Chief Architect, U.T.  vide their enclosed letter has  intimated  that  in the opinion of their office, second alternative  is preferred  as  it has a wider carriage way as compared to the existing  carriage way and has basement for  parking of cycle/two wheelers, but  the expenditure incurred on the construction of  second alternate  will be more than first alternate.

Impediment in effective Execution of Development Works of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.



The Chief Administrator in exercise of powers conferred by sub section (2) of the Capital of Punjab (D&R) Act, 1952 may delegate any of his powers under this Act to any officer of the Central (U.T.) Government and vide order dated 04.08.2009 delegate powers exercisable by him under clause 4(2) (3) and under clause 5 of the Chandigarh Advertisement Control Order, 1954 to Sh. Kamlesh Kumar, HCS, Assistant Commissioner, Municipal Corporation Chandigarh.


The Administrator, Union Territory, Chandigarh has not transferred the function i.e. of the Chandigarh Advertisement Control Order, 1954 from Chandigarh Administration to the Municipal Corporation of Chandigarh as yet Executive Engineers (Roads), their S.D.E.s, J.E.s and field staff have been entrusted to implement the above said orders.  The involvement of Municipal Corporation staff and machinery to implement the orders, to receive applications, to process them to seek approvals under the said order has badly effected the effective execution of Development Works of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh as all the resources available are also being diverted to generate and process the violations of this order for issuance of notices and to defend them in various courts.  All the Architectural Drawings and Plans of Individual Buildings are not in the possession of Municipal Corporation  yet staff of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh has issued enormous Notices of Violation of this order and residents daily approach to Councillors to readdress their grievances to know the allowed Advertisements in their buildings but Municipal Corporation as not handles the function is not in position to satisfy the residents.


The Agenda is placed to discuss the involvement of money (stationery) etc., machinery and manpower of Municipal Corporation to implement the orders though the function has not been transferred to Municipal Corporation but on other hand their involvement results impediment in effective Execution of Development Works being undertaken by Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and thus needs to be looked into.

Construction of Sewage Treatment Plant of 50 MLD capacity at 3 BRD Complex, 
Chandigarh.



The Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 79th meeting held on 16.9.2004 had approved an estimate for construction of STP at 3 BRD based on UASB technology for an amount of Rs.2220.00 lacs including Op. & Mtc. for 3 years for an amount of Rs.496.00 lacs. The tenders were invited twice and were received for higher cost. Accordingly, the tenders were not approved. Meanwhile, new technologies have emerged which have been adopted at different locations in India.



A presentation in this regard was also made before Adviser to the Administrator, Home Secretary, U.T., F.S.U.T. and CMC on 7.9.2009. The matter was also discussed in the House Meetings held on 30.10.09, 30.11.09.



 The CMC also asked the House to decide which technology is to be adopted. There are two technologies at present, one is MBBR which is under trial and its results are  also good. The other is SBR technology and to see the technology, CMC and CEMC has visited Mumbai and under this technology, BOD level is coming down upto 5 mg/ltr. and the water discharged is crystal clear. Now the Corporation is to decide which technology is to be adopted.  In the House meeting there were difference views of the members but no concrete decision was taken as to which type of technology is to be adopted.


It is further to add that Central Pollution Control Board is adopting stringent measures for discharge of effluents. Some State Governments have already notified the stringent effluents standards for BOD less than 10 Mg / ltr. In view of these stringent measures to be applicable, it was decided that the proposed technology should achieve effluent parameters with BOD less that 10 mg/ltr.& suspended solids less than 20 mg/ltr. 



The life cycle comparison of the prevalent technologies for treatment of sewage which is tabulated below  reveals that SBR technology (Sequential Biomass Reactor ) is economical , has least life cycle cost and minimum land requirement.
