A lot of pot holes exist on road surface, causing inconvenience to residents of area and condition of road is poor.  It is pertinent to mention that this road has since been widened by 9’ on one side and thus it is necessitated to provide camber correction before recarpeting of this road.

The residential area of Sector 35 A&B, Chandigarh has been completely developed and densely populated.  The existing V-6 roads are from 12’ – 16’ and not sufficient to feed existing traffic load causing frequent traffic congestions.  The widening of V-6 road is feasible from 12’ – 16’ and  16’ – 22’ after shifting of 132 road gullies and electrical street light poles, stay wires etc.

Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs. 65.49 lacs has been prepared.  The scope of work taken in the estimate is as under:-

The Industrial Area is going to witness tremendous traffic increase due to conversion of Industrial plots as per policy of Chandigarh Administration.  To take care of increase in the traffic, all the main roads, peripheral roads needs to be improved / upgraded.  A survey was got conducted from Punjab Engineering College where in PEC advised to widen the road upto 10’ each on both side as per traffic survey.  It is also pertinent to mention here that the overlay crust design is also got done by the PEC authorities.  The road was last carpetted in the year 2003 and condition of road is very poor.

The width of V-6 roads in Sector 20 was kept as 12’ – 16’ respectively at the times these roads were constructed.  As the vehicular traffic was less, the roads were able to carry the load of traffic.  With the passage of time, the vehicular traffic has increased manifold.  An immediate need is being felt to widen these roads so that traffic can move smoothly.  A meeting was held under the chairmanship of Advisor to the Administrator, U.T. Chandigarh on 10.10.07 in which it was decided that V-6 roads be widened upto 22’, wherever it is feasible.  The roads were last carpetted in the year April/2005.  46 trees of various sizes and different species are coming in the alignment of widening portion.  21 road gullies will have to be shifted for which the estimate has been received from the E.E.P.H. – IV and incorporated in the estimate.  64 electricity poles are to be shifted by the Chandigarh Administration and 4 poles have to be shifted by the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.

The portion of road under railway bridge along road leading from Purv Marg to Railway Station in Indl. Area Phase-I is a depressed one with approach road on both sides resulting waterlogged causing frequent damage to road surface and inconvenience to traffic.  This road is a bituminous road and is being maintained by Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.  To avoid recurring expenditure on maintenance of this road and to make it an all weather road, it was proposed to make it a concrete road maintaining the existing headway under railway track.  This existing bituminous surface road portion is to be scrapped to provide concrete road.



Accordingly, the design of rigid pavement for strengthening of road portion below railway bridge and its approaches along road leading from Purv Marg to Railway Station was carried out by Civil Engineering Department, Punjab Engineering College, U.T., Chandigarh wherein it was proposed to provide 35cm slab thickness of M-40 grade concrete with tie bars and longitudinal joints etc.  The estimate amounting to Rs.44.57 lacs was earlier got approved but due to increase in scope of work after discussion with railway authorities to avoid further damage during its serviceability period, the estimate amounting to Rs.63.38 lacs has been recast and submitted for arranging administrative approval and allotment of funds. Detailed Project Report (DPR) for replacement & augmentation of trunk brick sewers by RCC NP-3 Pipes with Sulphate Resistant Cement alongwith P.E. lining in U.T. Chandigarh (Phase-I),U.T., Chandigarh under JNNURM Scheme :










Project Cost :Rs.114.37 Crores.
 


During the Co-ordination meeting between the Chandigarh Administration and the Municipal Corporation held on 13.10.2009 under the Chairmanship of Adviser to the Administrator, it was directed that the old Sewerage system and Water Supply System of the City which have outlived its life should be planned for renovation and detailed project reports be prepared for getting funds from GOI under JNNURM . 


Accordingly, the trunk sewer of Chandigarh was got surveyed and it was observed that circular brick sewers have started disintegration frequently because they have lost their strength over period of time. To ascertain the reason for disintegration chemical analysis of mortar used in brick trunk sewer was  got chemically tested from PEC,University of Technology Chandigarh and as per chemical analysis report it is found that cement has lost its bonding strength and almost converted into dust/sand.


The trunk sewerage system of Chandigarh specially laid in Ph.I & II has outlived its life due to following reasons:-

· It has been more than 30 years since the sewerage system was laid.The design life of  circular brick sewers  is 30 years as per Manual of Sewerage and Sewage Treatment, Govt. of India.

· The brick sewers disintegrate frequently because they have lose their strength over period of time.

· The brick sewers have also corroded due to release of sewage and other gases in the sewers.

· During peak hours, the sewer overflows into storm drains/choes causing pollution.




Various problems being faced during routine maintenance of sewerage system are:-

· Corrosion of Steel in Manhole slabs

· Brick lining of egg shaped sewer has outlived its life as cement mortar has lost its strength.

· Sewerage System of old sectors has gone obsolete due to dense population.

· Sewer overflow comes into natural choes through storm water drainage

· Mass man power requirement for the cleaning of Trunk sewer lines.

· Undetectable manholes due to manholes being buried under roads, debris etc.


The branch lines (Stoneware pipes) are still in good condition and do not require much replacement. But, the trunk sewers are disintegrating frequently leading to huge problems in their maintenance.


Pertaining to the above mentioned problems, there is urgent need for rehabilitation of trunk sewers of Chandigarh.In the first phase, the problematic sewer lines which disintegrate frequently and require immediate attention are taken up for replacement. These lines are particularly on Vikas Marg, Shanti Path, Line from Shanti Path up to Sewage Treatment Plant at Diggian and Line in Industrial Area Phase I & Phase 2 up to Proposed Sewage Treatment Plant at 3 BRD, Chandigarh.The Phase 1 is intended to be completed in the year 2010-2012.


The current detailed Project Report has been prepared by the Consultant M/s.Design Solution INC, Panchkula based on future population for replacement and Augmentation of trunk sewer by RCC NP-3 pipes  with sulphate resistant cement alongwith P.E.lining in U.T.,Chandigarh (Phase-I) under JNNURM Scheme. The total project cost is  Rs.114.37 Crores .


Digital survey has been got done by the department where size and invert levels of certain feasible sewer lines have been taken for existing trunk sewers. Based on the survey and departmental records, the invert levels of existing sewer lines have been taken. New proposed lines have been designed based on available slope and projected population on each line. The new proposed sewers have been kept matching/below the existing sewers so that all branch lines can easily be connected to them. 


RCC NP-3 pipes have been proposed and design statement has been prepared. Provision for manholes, connection of old sewer with new sewer, dewatering, pumping of sewer, road cuts, crossing of choe,digital mapping etc. have been taken in the estimate.


The DPR after approval of the House of the Corporation will be submitted to Chandigarh Administration SLNA for further submission to Ministry of Urban Development , Govt. of India for sanctioning the same under JNNURM . The funding pattern under JNNURM for Chandigarh being capital city is as under as per guidelines issued by Govt. of India. The MoA was signed between the Joint Secretary, Ministry of Urban Development(Govt. of India) ,Finance Secretary, U.T.,Chandigarh & Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh on 27.10.2006 .Cost sharing pattern is as under:-

“The House considered and resolved unanimously that the proposal of charging water charges from Blind Institute, Mother Teresa, Chandi Kushat Ashram, Deaf & Dum Institutes @ Rs. 1/- per month, be and hereby approved”



The House further resolved that these institutions be also informed the average consumption of water every month by taking into consideration the water used by them in the last two years.


Accordingly, the case was refereed to Secretary Local Govt. U.T. Chandigarh Administration vide Memo No. 2963 dated 17/11/2009 to issue notification taking into consideration to charge Re. 1/- upto the consumption of 300 KL per month. The Secretary Local Govt. U.T. Chandigarh vide its letter dated 1488 dated 24/02/2010 has asked to furnish a copy of the competent authority relating to the charging of water tariff @ Re. 1/- per month upto the consumption of 300 KL per month from such institutions. 1. Widening of V-6 roads, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh

2. Construction of Hall in Ground Floor, Lobby and Mini Hall  in First Floor and renovation of existing Community Centre Building, Sector 8, Chandigarh.



In the 145th meeting of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh held on 29.09.2009 Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma raised a question/discrepancy in the information submitted by CEMC with regard to the widening of V-6 roads, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh and Construction of Community Centre.  The Commissioner, Municipal Corporation has assured the House that “the ACMC will look whether there is intentionally delay, procedural lapse or whether wide publicity has been given or not.” 



Accordingly, the CMC vide his order dated 06.10.2009 has marked inquiry to the undersigned to enquire into the matter on the following two grounds 

1. Is there any intentionally delay on the part of any of the officer/official?

2. Whether prescribed procedure has been followed or not?

The questionnaire was sent to the XENR-1 M.C., Chandigarh to submit the reply to  each question along with necessary documents vide this office memo No.PA/ACMC/2009/129 & 130 dated 09.01.2010 to complete the said inquiry.   The  XEN,  R-1 vide letter No.543 dated 14.01.10 has supplied the information in question.  After consulting the records the undersigned reached to the following findings/conclusions:-
1. Widening of V-6 road, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh:  
The agenda for widening of V-6 road Sector 8 A, B & C was placed before the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 126th meeting held on 27.02.2008 and the rough cost estimate to the tune of Rs. 110.31 lacs  was approved.   The minutes of the said meeting were issued on 25.03.2008.  The administrative approval of the said work was accorded by CEMC vide No.77 dated 08.04.2008.  The DNIT was prepared by the concerned SDE on 12.08.2009. In the weekly meeting held under the chairmanship of the C.E.M.C. on 13.05.2008 to review the progress of ongoing development works for widening of V-6 road Sector 8 A, B, & C, it was decided that the work will be taken up after shifting of services.  Accordingly the SDER-3 took  up the issue with the concerned departments to remove the trees, shifting of transmission line and poles, shifting of road gullies coming in the alignment of the road.  Thereafter tender notice was published in the newspaper on 18.9.2009. After obtaining approval of the competent authority the work was allotted to M/s A.K.Sood, Engineer and Contractor vide memo No.  22373 dated 27.11.2009.  The work is  to be completed within 4 months by the said agency from the date of the allotment of work .

CONCLUSION:
In view of the above given facts, there seems to be no intentional delay on part of any officer / official at any level, but at the same time no officer / official seems to have made sincere efforts to dispose it off in the time bound manner, as the Administrative approval was accorded vide letter No. 77  dated  8.4.2008  issued from office of  Chief Engineer,  Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and the work was allotted on 27.11.2009 after an expiry of 20 months (approx.).  The prescribed procedure has been followed but in the peace –meal manner which resulted in an  inordinate procedural delay.

Construction of Hall in Ground Floor, Lobby and Mini Hall  in First Floor and   renovation of existing Community Centre Building, Sector 8, Chandigarh: 

The agenda for construction of Community Centre building, Sector 8 was placed before the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 132nd meeting held on 29.08.2008 and the rough cost estimate to  the tune of Rs.74.12 lacs was approved by the House.   The administrative approval of the said work was accorded by CEMC vide No.282 dated 24.09.2008.  The DNIT was prepared by the concerned SDE on 29.11.2008 and was approved by the C.E.M.C on 02.03.2009.    The work was allotted to M/s K.K. Sons vide letter No.15545 dated 28.08.2009, the work is to be completed within 9 months from the date of allotment.  The tender notice was published on 26.2.2009 i.e. before the DNIT was approved by the Competent Authority on 2.3.2009.

CONCLUSION:

There is again a serious procedural delay in allotting the work to the agency, but it cannot be termed as intentional delay on part of any officer / official at any level.  The prescribed procedure has been followed but in peace-meal manner,  as the Administrative approval was granted vide letter No. 282 dated 24.9.2008 issued from office of Chief Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and the work was allotted  on 28.8.2009. The total time taken for allotment of work took approximately a period of one year which includes the period of three months spent on the negotiations with the contractor.
