The drawing of this park has been developed on the basis of different Topiary  animals displayed in different  Eco system gardens as Grassland biome, tundra biome, forest biome and dessert biome as these based including a water body at centre of the garden. 



On the basis of concept plan, the rough cost estimate for development of garden at Sector 49 C & D has been prepared amounting to Rs. 248.98 lac.  The project shall be implemented by Municipal  Corporation, Chandigarh as executing  agency for the Tourism Project at conveyed vide letter under reference No. 5-PNC(74)/2009 dated. 30.9.2009 for Rs. 140.00 lac.

The Market of Sector 34 C&D on V-4 road and sub city centre of Chandigarh has been developed completely and V-4 road become over crowded and congested.  The traffic is plying haphazordously, which is creating accidents and lot of congestion on V-4 road.  The Area Councillor, Smt. Harjinder Kaur and Association of Sector 34 has requested to widen the V-4 road and to provide central verge as per feasbility so that increased traffic can be accommodated, which is creating accidents and lot of congestion on V-4 road.   The road can be widened upto 6’ and central verge can be provided.  The street light can also be shifted to central verge by providing two arm poles.  This road was last carpetted in the year June/2005.

Rough Cost Estimate for Widening of V-5 road and P/F PCC tiles on road berm (Hotel Mountview Chowk to Vigyan Path), Sector – 10, Chandigarh.

       


(Amount: Rs. 55.14 Lacs)



At present the width of V-5 road in Sector 10 (from Hotel Mountview chowk to Vigyan Path) is 24’-0”.  With the passage of time, the traffic has increased manifold on V-5 road.  To ease out this congestion, a meeting was held under the chairmanship of Home Secretary, U.T. on 12.4.06 and approval was granted vide letter No. 06/8427 dated 23.8.06 from the Chief Architect, U.T. Chandigarh.  To avoid unnecessary cutting of trees, only 6’-0” widening has been proposed on one side.  Four trees, seven road gullies and five electric poles are coming in the alignment of road.  Due to widening on one side, camber correction has to be done with an additional cost of Rs.7,57,145/-.  This road was last carpetted in the year May/2005.

Accordingly, this rough cost estimate amounting to Rs.55.14 lacs has been prepared.  The scope of work taken in the estimate is as under:-

The Chief Engineer, Chandigarh Administration, U.T. Chandigarh vide his memo No. W1/9766 dated 17.5.10 (Annexure – I) has sent a rough cost estimate amounting to Rs. 41,51,940/- for construction of RCC trenches for shifting of LT/Ht power cables for construction of Multilevel parking by M.C. Chandigarh opposite Sh. Gurdev Studio, Sector 17 D, Chandigarh.  2 Nos. 11 KV feeders and 10 No.s LT cables emanating from different sub stations are passing through the area which is earmarked for construction of multi – level parking in Sector 17 D, Chandigarh.  These power cables needs to be shifted, re – routed at alternate place and with proper manner for maintenance of supply system and to avoid any difficulty in future.  So far laying and rerouting the HT / LT power cables, it is proposed to construct RCc trench of size 1 mtr x 1 mtr with openable RCC trench cover in the area.  Hence, the necessity has arisen to frame this estimate for work to be executed by the Chandigarh Electricity Department, Chandigarh Administration, U.T. Chandigarh.

Moreover, vide letter No. 1841 dt. 11.2.2010 C.A.U.T. also asked the Municipal Corporation to convey its acceptance for payment of 3% departmental charges plus service tax as per rules for the work of construction of over bridge on K.C. – Anand Theatre road, Sector – 17, Chandigarh.



The agenda was placed before the 152nd meeting of General House held on 26.32010 and 29.3.2010  vide agenda item No. 18 and it was resolved as reproduced below:

‘The House considered & resolved that in principle Alternate – I for construction of over bridge in Sector 17 A & B on the K.C. – Anand Theatre approach road, be and  is hereby approved.”

“However, the House rejected the proposal to issue payment of 3% departmental charges plus service tax for the Architectural drawings to the Chandigarh Administration.”


Since the General House has rejected the proposal to  issue payment of 3%  departmental charges plus service tax for the architectural drawings of the above said work, the same was conveyed  to the Chandigarh Administration.  Later on another reference was received from the Chief Architect, U.T. vide memo No. Arch/10/5201 dt.26.4.2010 for reducing the departmental charges from 3% to 1% plus service tax @10.3%  on  the estimated cost of the project. The same  will also be applicable for other works  of  Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh such as  Construction of additional floors of Municipal Corporation, building Sector -17, Construction of multilevel parking infront of Gurudev studio Sector -17, Landscaping of  Sector 17 A & B and other works  for which  the planning  will be done by the office of  Chief Architect, U.T. Chandigarh.

Rough Cost Estimate for Supplying tertiary treated water for irrigation to various open spaces in 3rd phase Sectors (Sector 48 to 56) of Chandigarh.
As there is a considerable gap between the demand and supply of drinking water, there is necessity to find out some other means either to augment the present sources or to conserve some quantity of available drinking water. Therefore, as a conservation measure, it is proposed to harvest the sewage effluent to meet the requirements of water for irrigation of green spaces in the city, where presently a huge quantity of potable drinking water is being used. The sewage generated daily in the city is proposed to be treated upto tertiary level and to use the same for irrigation of green spaces. The drinking water generated from canal water and from under ground sources is very costly as compared to the tertiary treated sewage.

In view of the above, a detailed project report (DPR) was framed by Municipal Corporation for providing tertiary treated water to public parks / green belts / lawns and open spaces of sectors 1 to 47 (Phase 1& 3). The same was got approved by Ministry of Urban Development, Govt of India and funds were given to M.C. Chandigarh for execution of the work. However, this project now relates to the 3rd phase of the project which shall cover sectors 48 to 56. 

In the previous project report, sectors from 1 to 47 were covered for irrigation. This project report covers laying of irrigation distribution lines and other related appurtenances in sectors 48 to 56. It has been proposed to connect the proposed irrigation distribution system to irrigation rising main coming from UGSR to be constructed at Sector 48. Necessary fittings such as sluice valves, air valves, etc have been taken in the estimate. Existing 400 mm dia DI pipe line from Sec 48 upto mid of sector 50 on Vikas Marg is already laid by Chd. Administration. Also, 300 mm dia DI pipe line from mid of Sec 50 upto mid of Sector 52 on Vikas Marg has also been laid by Chd. Administration under the same project. In  this project, it is proposed to use these two lines for conveying of tertiary treated water. The UGSR at Sector 48 shall be connected to existing 400 mm dia DI pipe line through proposed 450 mm dia PSC common header. Then, 400 mm dia DI existing line shall convey water on Vikas Marg to existing 300 mm dia DI pipe line and then to further sectors by proposed lines. Connection from these existing lines shall be made for distribution of water to various sectors.  HDPE pipe with co-extruded copper wire having pressure 6 kg/cm2 PE-100 compounded have been proposed in the internal streets of the sectors and PSC lines have been proposed on sector dividing roads. Pipe sizes have been proposed as per judgment and experience and before execution of work, detailed design needs to be done.

As such, an estimate amounting to Rs. 617.52 Lacs duly allowed by the competent authority is placed before the General House of the Municipal Corporation for its consideration and approval. The expenditure shall be chargeable to the “Head- 4402- Minor irrigation”. The budget provision exists during the year 2010-2011.

Acquiring of land for new Dumping Ground- regarding. 


The proposal for identification and procurement of a site for new Dumping Ground for next 20-25 years was taken up by the Municipal Corporation Chandigarh with the Chandigarh Administration vide memo No. MOH/SV/2K/1316 dated 15.2.2000.  


The Ministry of Urban Development, Govt. of India has made the recommendations that every local body should find adequate land for processing and disposal of waste keeping in view the requirements of the city for at least the next 20-25 years.   Depending upon the quantity of waste to be processed and disposed off annually, the requirement of land may be worked out and acquired accordingly.  


The present Dumping Ground is in an area of 45 acres and out of which reclamation is being done under Central Pollution Control Board Project.  8 Acres of land has been reclaimed as Sanitary Landfill and capping, covering & closing has been done in 17 acres of land.


The remaining 20 acres is being used for dumping the Solid Waste i.e. from Vegetable Market/ Big hotels etc. and the waste not being taken by the Garbage Processing Plant apart from the organic waste/ inerts/ rejects received from Garbage Processing Plant and also the complete city waste has to be taken in case of shut down of Garbage Processing Plant for maintenance/ repair if any.  The said Solid Waste is given the spray of E.M. Solution and earth layer by the machinery deployed by the office of Medical Officer of Health.


Since, the landfilling is near completion, new land is to be identified and is thereafter required to be approved by the Govt. of India Ministry of Environment and Forests before the same is acquired by the Chandigarh Administration for Dumping Ground.  


In view of the 100 acres land identified by the Land Acquisition Officer, across Patiala Ki Rao which is more than 0.5 Km. away from habitation clusters as per the site selection criteria, if approved, the request be made with the Chandigarh Administration to identify 20 acres at first instance keeping in view the requirement for next 20-25 years.

Stoppage of waste water into N.Choe U.T.,Chandigarh.

The Technical Expert Group for giving expert opinion in the matter of flow of waste water of various colonies such as Rehabilitation Colony, Housing Board ,Badheri, Palsora, Nehru Colony, Colony No.5,Kajheri Colony etc. into N.Choe was constituted by CMC vide order no.34 dated 19.4.2010 . The meetings of technical expert group were held on following dates:-

i) 22.4.2010

ii) 10.5.2010 

iii) 17.5.2010. 

The problem of disposal of waste water into N.Choe were discussed in detail.The members of the committee also visited the site on 22nd April 2010, to study the site conditions viz – a – viz the environmental effects of disposal of waste water into the N- Choe. 

The N – choe travels through the sectors – 3, 10, 16, 23, 36, 42, 53, 52 & 51 of Chandigarh and thereafter  that it enters into the Punjab area. There is no flow of waste water upto  the bridge of Sector 42 as all waste water disposal points have already been plugged. The water at the bridge site Sector 42 near the Beant Singh memorial on V -3 Road is having a discharge of  40 ltrs/sec approximately. The quality of water flowing into the N – Choe was observed to be good and as per the report, the BOD is of the value less than 30 mg/ltrs and it has a presence of dissolved oxygen, and this water can be very well utilized for the proposed garden in Sector – 42. The Committee suggested that a chute may be constructed to carry this water for use on the embankment which is being developed by the Horticulture Department. 

The actual problem of waste water/sullage water starts from Sec.53 onwards due to low lying area of Colonies and Villages. The waste water which is entering into N – choe is coming from Badheri, Palsora, Nehru Colony, Colony No.5, Kajheri Village, Kajheri Colony etc. For solution of this problem the following four alternatives were discussed. 

1. By discharging & disposing into the existing sewerage system by gravity.

2. Using this waste water for Horticulture purposes.

3.  Constructing the STP near the bridge where land is available at the entry point of waste water into the N – Choe.

4. Intercepting the waste water by laying sewer and pumping into the existing Trunk sewer for ultimate discharging into the existing STP at Diggian. 


Keeping in view all the above alternatives, Alternative 4 i.e. “To collect this waste water by intercepting sewer and to pump it into existing trunk sewer by constructing collection sump and providing pumping machinery” has been selected by the Technical Expert Group for Part-I of the problem and Alternative No.1 i.e. “To tap it into existing sewerage system by gravity” has been selected by the Technical Expert Group for Part-2 of the problem.


Accordingly, a detailed Project Report has been prepared in two parts with a total cost of  Rs.562.85 lacs.  The detail is as under:-

The following post of the Public Health Engineers were transferred keeping in view the work load of city Chandigarh consist of Urban Sectors from 1 to 48 including 5 Nos. villages and certain rehabilitation colonies.

But after the formation of Corporation, the development activities pertaining to the basic services in the Villages, Colonies, EWS houses and Manimajra Town has increased manifold with the intervention of political representatives of the city.  The work load and concept of work have altogether changed with the demand of quality and fast track Redressal of public complaints in respect of particularly water supply, sewerage and storm.  The monitoring is being done by the high ups i.e. C.M.C., Mayor & Chief Engineer at micro level that has increased the work load of all the Engineers.  Moreover with the setting up of democratic system at grass root level in the city Chandigarh, the processes of approval and execution of the work have become lengthy.  The each and every estimate/ project is put up to the respective Committees constituted as per provision in Punjab Municipal Act after approval of Technical Head as well as the Administrative Head of the Corporation.



Besides this after 1996, large numbers of assets have been created for Water Supply Sewerage and Storm.  It is obvious that operation and maintenance of newly created assets is being handled by the Departmental Public Health Engineers.  It is also to mention that all the Public Health services are essential services and defectiveness of the machinery or any other structure cannot be prolonged definitely to ensure uninterrupted delivery of services. Public Health authorities in M.C.,Chandigarh provide public utility services to the beneficiaries. 


This is on the record that the additional infrastructures created after 1996 consist of Augmentation Water Supply Scheme Phase IV  including construction of 25 MGD filtration plant ,UGRs , Water Works 52 , operation and maintenance of water supply, sewer ,storm system of Manimajra , laying of tertiary treated irrigation network , STP, Raipur Kalan  Diggian and transfer of additional five no. villages.


 
The total cost of additional assets created in the Public Health Wing is approx. Rs.140.00 Crores.


Municipal Corporation has already decided to install Number of the fountains in the Green Belts, parks etc. Chandigarh Housing Board has taken up the work of construction of 25000 Single room tenements for rehabilitating Slum Dwellers worth Rs.1000.00 crores approximately. All the estate services of Water Supply, Sewerage and Storm have to be maintained by Public Health Wing of the Municipal Corporation.

In addition to above, Municipal Corporation,Chandigarh is already executing following 2 No.projects under JNNURM:-

A.i)      Upgradation of water supply infrastructure for  proper monitoring and automation with computerized surveillance in water supply system of Chandigarh     Estimated Amount:   Rs. 20.26 Crores

ii)     Conservation of drinking water by harvesting of the tertiary    treated sewerage for irrigation of green spaces in Chandigarh.  Estimated Amount :  Rs:36.72 Crores

Overall 50% work has been completed of these two projects.

With holding of Public Appointment Notice of SDEs and Filling up of posts of SDEs by promotion as a one time measure in the interest of public.


Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh has published the notice for public appointments for recruitment of fill up the post of Sub Divisional Engineers on 04.06.2010 without consideration of General House.  It was intimated in the agenda 152nd meeting page No.37 & 38 that vacant posts are being filled by promotion.


The General House has approved during September, 1997 the adoption of recruitment rule PSE class II 1965 applicable to the posts B in Engineering Wing which were repealed in October 2005 by Punjab Govt. for the service of transferred employees of Chandigarh Administration.  The latest notifications were superseded in the year 2006.  It is mentioned that these rules are not workable as per present working conditions and nature of jobs of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.  The recruitment rules for Engineers in Municipal Corporation are required to be framed immediately keeping in view the service conditions, nature of jobs and qualification/experience of subordinate staff.

It is a well known fact that the concerned SDE of the respective ward is the only officer who is acting as a tool to provide field data and to materialize the site survey to estimation and approval of executions in the office for proper and timely execution and completion of Development works.  Office relies upon the efficiency of concerned SDE.


At present, almost all the posts of SDEs are being manned by well experienced AEs/JEs having current duty charge of SDE resulting in a gap of field staff at lower level.  It is for the benefit of the Municipal Corporation to utilize the services and experience of existing officers/officials.  Keeping gravity of the situation and in the interest of public the following points needs to be resolved in the General House Meeting:-

1. Public appointment advertisement notice for SDE in various disciplines of M.C., Chandigarh is to be kept in abeyance till finalization of recruitment rules.
2. The Committee is to be constituted to formulate for preparation of recruitment rules of M.C., Chandigarh to submit the report within time frame for approval of recruitment rules by General House.

3. To overcome the urgency of filling of all the vacant posts of SDEs in various disciplines be filled up by promotion amongst from eligible/suitable AEs/JEs by following the qualification and experience eligibility criteria of UPSC directions circulated by Secretary, Local Govt. Chandigarh Administration No.6/1/139-AFII(8)/440/CHD Dated 18.01.2010 as a one time measure in the interest of public due to pending finalization of Recruitment Rules as per existing seniority of AEs/JEs in accordance with UPSE directions.

4. To overcome the shortage of JEs in MC, the posts of JEs are to be filled up by promotion amongst eligible/suitable subordinate technical staff.

 Making temporary toilets in Rehabilitation Colonies free of cost.



Mayor municipal Corporation, Chd has advised for placing a Table Agenda in House regarding provision of toilets in Rehabilitation Colonies and temporary colonies free of cost.  It is intimated that there are 76 nos. temporary re-locateable toilets  in various Slum Colonies in Chandigarh Each toilet consist 10 Nos. W.C’s.  The detail is enclosed as Annexure (1).  Presently these toilets are being run on pay and use basis the W.C. charges being charge @ Rs.1/- per user and urinal free of cost.  The income generated from these toilets directly goes to the agency who is maintaining these toilets i.e. to M/s Sulabh International Social Service Organization Chandigarh.  The Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh is neither earning nor spending any money or running and mtc., of these toilets  ( except water supply & electricity charges).



If these toilets has to run free of cost the additional expenditure of 1 set of toilet (consists of 20 No.W.C.’s) is about Rs.10,000/- Per month.  Which include salary of staff, daily use material like soap, phenyl, sewerman, and minor repairs.  The total expenditure per month comes out to be 76/2x 10,000/- = Rs.3,80,000/- per month and annual expenditure will be 12x3,80,000/- - Rs.45,60,000/-  There is no provision of this amount in the approved Non-Plan Budget.  If this facility is to be provided, then additional provision of Rs.50.00 Lacs approximate is to be made in the budget Non-Plan Head 2215- W/s & sanitation, Mtc., of Sulabh Sauchalayas in Slum Colonies.

In the 145th meeting of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh held on 29.09.2009 Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma raised a question/discrepancy in the information submitted by CEMC with regard to the widening of V-6 roads, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh and Construction of Community Centre.  The Commissioner, Municipal Corporation has assured the House that “the ACMC will look whether there is intentionally delay, procedural lapse or whether wide publicity has been given or not.” 



Accordingly, the CMC vide his order dated 06.10.2009 has marked inquiry to the undersigned to enquire into the matter on the following two grounds 

1. Is there any intentionally delay on the part of any of the officer/official?

2. Whether prescribed procedure has been followed or not?

The questionnaire was sent to the XENR-1 M.C., Chandigarh to submit the reply to  each question along with necessary documents vide this office memo No.PA/ACMC/2009/129 & 130 dated 09.01.2010 to complete the said inquiry.   The  XEN,  R-1 vide letter No.543 dated 14.01.10 has supplied the information in question.  After consulting the records the undersigned reached to the following findings/conclusions:-
1. Widening of V-6 road, Sector 8 A, B & C, Chandigarh:  
The agenda for widening of V-6 road Sector 8 A, B & C was placed before the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 126th meeting held on 27.02.2008 and the rough cost estimate to the tune of Rs. 110.31 lacs was approved.   The minutes of the said meeting were issued on 25.03.2008.  The administrative approval of the said work was accorded by CEMC vide No.77 dated 08.04.2008.  The DNIT was prepared by the concerned SDE on 12.08.2009. In the weekly meeting held under the chairmanship of the C.E.M.C. on 13.05.2008 to review the progress of ongoing development works for widening of V-6 road Sector 8 A, B, & C, it was decided that the work will be taken up after shifting of services.  Accordingly the SDER-3 took  up the issue with the concerned departments to remove the trees, shifting of transmission line and poles, shifting of road gullies coming in the alignment of the road.  Thereafter tender notice was published in the newspaper on 18.9.2009. After obtaining approval of the competent authority the work was allotted to M/s A.K.Sood, Engineer and Contractor vide memo No.  22373 dated 27.11.2009.  The work is to be completed within 4 months by the said agency from the date of the allotment of work.

CONCLUSION:
In view of the above given facts, there seems to be no intentional delay on part of any officer / official at any level, but at the same time no officer / official seems to have made sincere efforts to dispose it off in the time bound manner, as the Administrative approval was accorded vide letter No. 77  dated  8.4.2008  issued from office of  Chief Engineer,  Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and the work was allotted on 27.11.2009 after an expiry of 20 months (approx.).  The prescribed procedure has been followed but in the peace –meal manner which resulted in an  inordinate procedural delay. 
2. 
Construction of Hall in Ground Floor, Lobby and Mini Hall  in First Floor and   renovation of existing Community Centre Building, Sector 8, Chandigarh: 

The agenda for construction of Community Centre building, Sector 8 was placed before the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in its 132nd meeting held on 29.08.2008 and the rough cost estimate to  the tune of Rs.74.12 lacs was approved by the House.   The administrative approval of the said work was accorded by CEMC vide No.282 dated 24.09.2008.  The DNIT was prepared by the concerned SDE on 29.11.2008 and was approved by the C.E.M.C on 02.03.2009.    The work was allotted to M/s K.K. Sons vide letter No.15545 dated 28.08.2009, the work is to be completed within 9 months from the date of allotment.  The tender notice was published on 26.2.2009 i.e. before the DNIT was approved by the Competent Authority on 2.3.2009.

CONCLUSION:

There is again a serious procedural delay in allotting the work to the agency, but it cannot be termed as intentional delay on part of any officer / official at any level.  The prescribed procedure has been followed but in peace-meal manner,  as the Administrative approval was granted vide letter No. 282 dated 24.9.2008 issued from office of Chief Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh and the work was allotted  on 28.8.2009. The total time taken for allotment of work took approximately a period of one year which includes the period of three months spent on the negotiations with the contractor.
