After meticulous deliberation the Committee approved the following amendments in the existing terms and conditions of Paid Parking Areas:-

Payment of licence fee:
The licencee shall deposit licence fee through  bank draft drawn in favour of Commissioner,  Municipal Corporation   on installment basis as per schedule as under:-

Ist instalment of licence fee shall commence within one month from the date of auction or from the date of taking over the possession of PPA which ever is earlier.

	9. USAGE OF PREMISES:- The licenced premises/site shall be used only for allowing parking of vehicles for which the licence is granted. 
              The contractor will deploy one person at a distance of every 50 meters in each parking area for ensuring proper parking of vehicles. In case of default, the licencee shall be liable to pay penalty of Rs.500/- on each occasion. 

              The licencee shall have to hand over vacant possession of all the site/premises to the Sub Divisional Engineer (HQ), MCC on the expiry or termination or cancellation of licence as the case may be. 

            The licencee shall not transfer/sublet the licence to a third party directly or indirectly. 

            The licencee shall install suitable size of boards at entry point indicating therein that user is entirely responsible for getting the token issued at the entry point. In case he does not produce the token or loses it, he will be liable to pay penalty of Rs.20/- in case of a four-wheeler and Rs.10/- in case of a two-wheeler and produce two sureties. 

9A. All the parking attendants /supervisor will wear the name plates.  They should have minimum qualification of middle pass and should not have age less than 18 years. In case of any default the licencee shall be liable to pay penalty of Rs.500/- on each occasion.

9B. The Licencee will supply the list of staff employed by him for the paid parking area every month. In case of default the licencee shall be liable to pay penalty of Rs.2000/- per month.

	   10.  ISSUE OF PARKING TOKENS:-
The licensor shall provide parking tokens of appropriate quantity to the licensee before the commencement of licensee deed. 


        The parking tokens along with parking slips shall be issued at the entry point by the licensee.  The parking fee will be paid at the entry point. The tokens will be collected by the licensee at the exit gate for re-issue.

         The agency will use hand punching machine for issue of parking slips.  In case of default penalty of Rs 500/- shall be imposed on each occasion.   


The colour code of the parking tokens shall be as under:-


(a) Four wheeler paid parking:

Red


(b) Two wheeler paid parking:

Green


	13. CCTVs:-  The Contractors will install  CCTVs at entry/exit gates of each paid parking area for recording the registration numbers of the vehicle at entry and exit gates within one month from the date of  taking over the physical possession of Paid Parking Areas failing which he shall be liable to pay a  penalty of Rs. 5000/- per month.

PARKING FEE:- 
The licencee shall charge parking fee at rates as given as under:-

	18 (c)   Passes for private vehicles of  Officers /Officials: The officers of Chandigarh Administration and MCC only, who are required to visit various parts of Chandigarh for performance of their regulatory/service functions in emergent conditions:-

              One pass per officer only with prior approval of CMC.
               Identity cards of all the employees of the Corporation shall be valid for free parking in the paid parking areas of MCC. In case of non-compliance by the Licencee, the licencee shall be liable to pay a penalty of Rs. 200/- on each occasion. 
               “The committee resolved that no free parking stickers shall be issued to class III and class IV employees of the Municipal Corporation Chandigarh.  However, Class I and Class II officers will be issued two free parking stickers.”


	28. 
TIMINGS OF PARKING: -
The timing of the parking shall be from 8.00 A.M. to 12.00 P.M (Midnight).  The agency will ensure that parking attendants are available for watch and ward of vehicles.  In case of default penalty of Rs. 500/- shall be imposed on each occasion. 

	40.  TERMINATION OF LICENCE: - The licence shall stand terminated automatically on completion of licence period.

The licencee can request, after running the Paid Parking Area at least a minimum period of three months from the date of taking over possession, for premature termination of licence by giving 3 months notice or by depositing money equivalent to 3 months licence fee.
In case of default, the licence fee of three months shall be forfeited.  The committee also resolved that the security deposit should be equivalent to three months licence fee instead of  two months licence fee.   
. If the licensor wants to terminate the licence before the expiry date then the licensor will give at least  one month notice or pay money equal to one month licence fee.

	41.  ARBITRATION: - All disputes and differences arising out or in any way touching upon this license deed, whatsoever, shall be referred to the sole arbitration of the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh. The decision of the arbitrator shall be final and binding on both the parties. The provisions of Arbitration and Consolation Act, 1996, and Rules framed there under and any statutory modifications/amendments thereof for the time being in force shall apply for such arbitration. 
            It shall be an essential term of this contract that in order to avoid frivolous claims the party invoking arbitrator shall specify the disputes based on facts and calculations stating the amount claimed under each claim and shall furnish a “deposit-at-call” for ten per cent of the amount claimed, in a scheduled bank in the name of the Arbitrator, by his official designation who shall keep the amount in deposit till the announcement of the award.  In the event of an award in favour of the claimant, the deposit shall be refunded to him in proportion to the amount awarded with respect to the amount claimed and the balance if any shall be forfeited and paid to the other party. 

Smt. Harjinder Kaur suggested that proper signage be provided for mentioning two-wheeler/car parking/ no parking/one way movement etc. and speed-braker be provided at the entry point of paid parking.  She further said that the Showroom owners of Sector-35 have suggested that back-lane be allowed for parking of vehicles of owners and proper lighting be done in parking areas.  She desired that a detailed information on revenue generated from each paid parking be provided to the concerned Councillor and suggested that as decided earlier 25% of the revenue should be utilized for beautification of the paid parking area.


The Commissioner directed the XEN (Elect.) to prepare estimate for beautification of paid parkings.

“The Committee also resolved that all the paid parking areas shall be 
supervised by the concerned area Sub Divisional Engineers (Road 
Wing) of the Corporation and he will be overall in-charge of PPA.  The SDE (Headquarter) will be responsible for implementation of terms and conditions and maintenance.”

The members were of the view that the Corporation should first clarify from the Chandigarh Administration whether Corporation can release subsidy.
After deliberation, the Committee decided that a clarification pertaining to release of subsidy to the beneficiaries by the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh, be sought and deferred the matter till the reply from Finance Department is received.

Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma asked whether the number of trolleys being hired for lifting dry leaves has been reduced after purchase of road sweeping machines.  He said that at the time of purchase of machines, it was apprised that the machine will also suck the dry leaves from the road.


The MOH said that these tractor trolleys are being hired to pick up dry leaves from the road berms as well.

Table Agenda Item No.1
Renewal of License (Agreement) of Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Co-operative (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh.


The Secretary put up table agenda item No.1 before the Committee for consideration.


The Commissioner informed that this Dhobi Ghat was leased out to Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh for running the same in the year 2008-09 for a period 12.03.2008 to 31.03.2009 at a monthly rent of Rs.8,000/- and the electricity bill was to be deposited by the Society.


The Chief Engineer, Municipal Corporation informed that a total of Rs.2,63,643/- was due towards the Washerman Society  on account of electricity bill up to 31.03.2009 out of which only Rs.85,000/- has been deposited by them since 31.03.2009 and the electricity connection was disconnected by the Electricity Department, U.T. Chandigarh due to non-deposit of electricity bills and Rs. 50,000/- has been deposited by the Society recently on account of electricity bill and                  Rs. 45,433/- was deposited by the M.C.C. on account of electricity consumed during testing and commissioning of machines.


The Commissioner asked the committee members to decide on the pending electricity bills amounting to Rs.83,210/- of the Dhobi Ghat. 


Then the Mayor called upon the representative of Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.) in the meeting and asked them to explain their position for further running of Dhobi Ghat. 


The members of the Society requested that no surcharge/penalty be imposed on account of pending electricity bills and they promised to deposit the same with Municipal Corporation in 12 Nos. equal installments and they also requested that the coin operated machine may be handed over to them as they will operate the same along with other machines.


The Commissioner asked the Executive Engineer (Electrical) to review the terms and conditions as some of them were not required and more terms and conditions are required to be added and further asked to ensure that electricity bill should be deposited by the Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh regularly. He added that supervisory control should be kept on the Dhobi Ghat, Sector 15-D, Chandigarh so that no damage should occur to the machinery. 
“After dwelling at length the Committee resolved that the Dhobi Ghat, Sector-15D, Chandigarh be handed over to the Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh for one year w.e.f. the date of the agreement/allotment.
The Committee further decided that Dhobi Ghat, Sector 15-D, Chandigarh may be leased out to the Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.)Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh at a monthly rental charges of Rs.8,000/- and the coin operated machine should also be handed over to them with the condition that the maintenance and repair of the machine should be done by the Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh.
The Committee further decided to make 12 Nos. equal installments of the pending electricity bills which was to be deposited along with 
monthly rental charges for further running of the Dhobi Ghat.” 
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Chandigarh.
