At the outset the Secretary welcomed all the members as well as the officers of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh in the meeting and introduced Sh. S.S.Bida, Chief Engineer, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh who joined recently.  The members welcomed the Chief Engineer.
Agenda Item No.1 :



Solution of the problems faced by the residents because of the dry leaves.


The Secretary put up agenda item No.1 before the committee for consideration.


The Mayor said that in spite of addition in number of trolleys by hiring 10 trolleys from market, the problem of dry leaves persist as usual.  She was of the view that in some cities dry leaves are being sold to the manufacturer of manure, but in Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh, we are lifting dry leaves by incurring huge expenditure without exploring the possibility of utilization of dry leaves.    She said that engaging trolleys for this purpose was not a permanent solution and asked the officers to explore the alternative solution for dry leaves.  She expressed concern over involving a car in fire due to burning of dry leaves and said that the said owner of the car is an advocate who has filed a suit against the Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.


Dr. Amrit Bolaria apprised that the Delhi Municipal Corporation has engaged nurseries for lifting dry leaves, who use them for producing manure and for other small money making projects.


Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma pointed out that lifting of dry leaves is not the job of MOH and it should be given to the Horticulture wing under Chief Engineer.
The MOH said that engaging official trolleys for lifting dry leaves has suffered the work of lifting of garbage in the city as about 15 official trolleys have been engaged in this job in addition to the 10 trolleys hired from the market.  He further said that these leaves were being sent to garbage processing plant to Dadumajra.
The Mayor was of the view that Hissar Agriculture University & Punjab Agriculture University can suggest solution for this problem.  She said that trolleys are temporary solution and possibility be explored to find out some permanent solution.  At present only VIP areas are being taken care of whereas rest of the parts of the city are neglected.
The Commissioner said that the commendable job is being done by the MOH by lifting dry leaves and as a result most of roads are free of dry leaves.  However, he suggested that a committee may be constituted involving Director Environment & CPCB to find out solution for this problem.  He suggested that more trolleys can be hired to lift the backlog of dry leaves from inner sectors.
The members said that people start throwing malba as well as garbage on the heap of leaves and after some time it would become a garbage dumping place.
The MOH said that atleast one trolley is required for each ward to lift the backlog of dry leaves and to cover whole city atleast 20 more trolleys are required.

“After  meticulous  deliberation, the Committee resolved  that 20 



more trolleys  be hired  from  the  market for three months at the 



rate already  approved by the Committee for trolleys being hired 



at present i.e.  @ Rs.1930/- per day for 3 trips along with driver 



and 5 no. of manpower plus POL.

The Committee  further  resolved  that  alternative projects  


for better  utilization  of dry leaves in consultation with the 


Punjab Agriculture  University  and  Hissar  Agriculture 



University be explored and brought – before the Committee.”
Agenda Item No.2 :
   


Future action plan of garbage processing plant.

The Secretary put up agenda item No.2 before the committee for consideration.


Sh. Pardeep Chhabra said that the main concern at present is whether the garbage processing plant is to run or not and how the emission of foul smell is to be checked.


The Mayor said that the present dumping ground is likely to be closed in near future and no alternate site is available, so solution has to be find out for this problem.


The Commissioner said that at present the garbage processing plant is not fully functional, however, they are adopting cost cutting measures.


Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma pointed out that inert is not being properly monitored.  He further said that the Commissioner passed orders on 17th March, 2010 and the claim to the bank was sent after three days of passing the order.  As a result, the company has filed appeal in the court against the order and it seems that the company has been given benefit indirectly.  He further said that the inert being sent to the dumping ground be verified by an official of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.  He suggested that dumping ground be sealed first, then more land be given for inert and security be deployed at dumping ground to stop unauthorized dumping of garbage.
The MOH said that a Sanitary Inspector has been deputed at the garbage processing plant, who prepares daily report.
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma said that Sanitary Inspector is not authorized to certify the inert and only an engineer can verify.  He further said that at the time of inauguration a report was sent to Governor that the plant is ready for function without checking the functioning of the machinery installed there. He said that the function of MOH should be upto sending garbage to the garbage processing plant and so far as machinery is concerned the Chief Engineer should look into it.  The report of the D.C. on the plant and guidelines on municipal solid waste say that the plant will be looked after by Chief Engineer.  He suggested that the Chief Engineer should be handed over the MOU, DPR & Agreement, who will go through it and check the machinery and submit his report keeping in view the machinery installed at the plant.
“After meticulous  deliberation, the Committee resolved that  the MOU, DPR &  Agreement pertaining to the  garbage  processing plant, Dadu Majra,  be  handed over to the Chief Engineer  who will go through it and check the machinery installed at the Plant and  submit his report keeping in view the machinery installed at the plant.”
Agenda Item No.3 :


The fate of those persons who have already deposited money for water melon sites upto 31.05.2010.

The Secretary put up agenda item No.3 before the committee for consideration.
The Mayor said that the office did not apprise the members in the last meeting that the term of two sites is upto 31.5.2010 for which payment has already been received. This matter should have been brought to the notice of F&CC in the last meeting.


The Joint Commissioner said that these two sites have been allotted till 31.5.2010 and after that these will be allotted afresh. As such we have invited application for 35 sites.
“After deliberation, the Committee decided that draw for 



35 sites for Sale of watermelon be held.  The two persons, 



who have already deposited payment upto 31.5.2010, may 



be considered for extension if they so desire.”

The Mayor said that Shivalik Garden at Manimajra was set up in the year, 2005 and it was one of the best garden in Chandigarh.  But now it has been reported that fountains installed there are not functioning and heaps of garbage are lying there.  No gardener has been deputed there as a result the maintenance of garden is poor. 


Sh. Pardeep Chhabra was of the view that high mast lights has already been provided in the garden and there is no need to install small lights  


In a general discussion regarding removal of malba the Committee decided that :-

“The  malba  created   during  laying of  road  gullies,  it should be lifted by the contractor and the concerned J.E. will give in writing  that  malba has  been  removed from the site.”



“The Commissioner directed that before releasing payment to the 



contractor removal of malba should be ensured.”
