3. Tenders received after the due date and time shall be

summarily rejected.

4. The rates quoted should include all the infrastructure
required for the purpose.

5. No employee/staff will be provided by the Fire and
Emergency Services Department, Municipal Corporation,
Chandigarh.

6. The security deposit of Rs. 50,000/- shall be furnished
which will remain with MC for 1 year till the warranty time
expire. EMD will be refunded there after.

7. The agency must have done the Fire Audit of any city
Fire Brigade of the State/UT having population of more than 5
lacs as per Census of 2001 and 10 lacs as per last seven

years ending 31.03.2010. The concerned city/town must have



some multistorey/high rise buildings/towers etc. (on the basis
of population, multistorey/high rise building structure, traffic
hazard and industrial growth etc.) and must have certificate to
the effect that the agency has completed the job to the
satisfaction.

8. The Fire Audit consultant/team should possess
educational as well as qualification from Govt. recognized
institution. Certificate from the organizations to whom such
services have been rendered should be attached.

9. The Fire Audit Consultant should be well experienced
and knowledge of National Building Code of India, Fire
Fighting Layout plans, Risk/Crises Management and Fire Act,
Rules and about working of Fire and Emergency Services.

10. The Firm/Consultant should have knowledge about the
Fire Engineering/its backgrounds. The firm/consultant should
have EPF Registration Number, TDS Number, PAN Number,
recognization certificate from Government Organization and

also should have registration certificate.

11. The agency is required to complete the order within 45
days from the date of issue of the order/contract failing which
a penalty @ Rs 2% shall be imposed for each day of default.
However in the case of exceptional circumstances, the
Commissioner, Municipal  Corporation, Chandigarh is
competent to extend the period without penalty.

12. No payment shall be made in advance.
13. Tenders must be duly typed/neatly handwritten.

14  The rates quoted should be valid for a period of one year

from the date of opening of Price Bid.

15 It will be the responsibility of the agency to complete the
work within the stipulated time upto the satisfaction of MCC.

19 VAT and other taxes must be specifically mentioned
failing which tax/duty will not be allowed at a subsequent
stage.

20. In case the firm fails to comply with any of the terms and
conditions of the Tender, the security deposit will be forfeited
besides blacklisting of the firm and taking action as per law.
21. The Committee constituted by the Municipal Corporation,
Chandigarh i.e. CAO and SFOs will supervise and evaluate the
performance of the agency.
