At the outset, the Secretary welcomed the Mayor, members and officers present in the Committee. He also welcomed Special Invitee Smt. Anu Chatrath, Councillor.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 1


Confirmation of minutes of 205th meeting of the Finance and Contract Committee held on 21.03.2011 at 3.00 p.m. in the Committee Room of MC, Chandigarh.
The Secretary put up agenda item No.1 before the Committee for confirmation.
Dr. A.P. Sanwaria objected that in the minutes of the previous meeting of F&CC, only one Councillor’s name has been highlighted whereas all the issues were resolved unanimously.  The members were of the view that the minutes were not recorded properly.

It was brought to the notice of the Committee that recording system installed in the Committee Room was not working properly.   The S.E. (B&R) directed the XEN (Elect.) to check the recording machine installed in the Committee Room so that proper recording of minutes be done.  
The Mayor directed all the officers to check their e-mail and segregate the complaints and suggestions on daily basis so that concerned officer should give reply pertaining to concerned matter.  He further stated that it was only when I checked the e-mail and visited the Sector 34, Chandigarh and found that there was total power failure and directed the electrical staff to visit randomly their wards and by doing so most of the problems of residents would be solved.  He directed the Secretary to send a note to all heads of branches to attend the complaints received on the e-mail.  He further stated that agenda on the bye-laws regarding conversion policy of villages, car bazaar and Cable TV Operators would have been included in today’s meeting, but nothing has been done.  Even office has no proper record of Cable Operator(s).    The Mayor stated that earlier it was decided that single operator will be charged Rs.1000/- and sub-operator will be charged Rs.500/-.
The Additional Commissioner-I submitted that the office is in process to appoint technical experts, who will assist him technically and action will be taken accordingly.  
The Mayor desired that list of arrears pending against the MSO/Cable operators be prepared and placed before the Committee in the next meeting.

The Secretary put up agenda item No.2 before the Committee for consideration.
Smt. Anu Chatrath, Special Invitee pointed out that a request was given long back to provide electric lights and dustbins in Sector-21 under the Mayor Development Fund, but till date, nothing has been done.  

The Mayor directed S.E.(B&R) to get the details of the announcements of ‘Mayor Development Fund’ and place the status report in the next meeting of the Finance & Contract Committee.  He also desired that an updated status report of the multiplay equipment installed/to be installed, be prepared and submitted within a week’s period.  

Smt. Anu Chatrath also desired that the light points at the place of installation of multiplay equipments be provided.  

The Mayor desired that every XEN as well as SDOs should maintain a diary indicating therein the number of visits made by them in their respective areas.  He further stated that he would like to analyze this from the diaries so maintained.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 10

Procurement of Slacked Lime for the year 2011-2012.
The Secretary put up agenda item No.10 before the Committee for consideration.
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma pointed out that earlier it was decided that all road work would be divided equally amongst the Executive Engineers, but I am at a loss to understand why this decision has not so far been implemented.
After discussion the Mayor directed that all the work of Public Health and Roads be distributed equally (Road length-wise) amongst the Executive Engineers. 


“The Committee considered & approved the procurement of 20,000 Slacked Lime bags of 20 Kg. each @ Rs.96/- per bag + VAT extra in equal quantity from M/s Usha Cem. Industries and M/s M.M. Lime Industries involving an expenditure of Rs.19,20,000/- + VAT  for the year 2011-2012.”
AGENDA ITEM NO. 11

Renewal of License (Agreement) of Chandigarh Washerman Workshop Cooperative (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector 15-D, Chandigarh. 
The Secretary put up agenda item No.11 before the Committee for consideration.

Smt. Anu Chatrath pointed out that it was well within the knowledge of the office that the contract of Chandigarh Washer men Workshop Cooperative was going to expire on 31st March, 2011, the process for its renewal should have initiated at least 3months in advance so that the working of the workshop should not suffer.  She further stated that on the expiry of contract term if the XEN/SDO reaches the site to lock the society, what would have been the position of the clothes etc. lying with them.

The S.E. (B&R) pointed out that in the 192nd meeting of F&CC held on 15.2.2010, it was decided that Chandigarh Washerman Workshop (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector-15, Chandigarh will clear pending electricity bills in 12 equal monthly installments along with rental charges, but as reported by the S.D.E. (Elect), Sub-Division No.1, M.C., Chandigarh the Society has paid only four installments of Rs.7000/- each i.e. Rs.28,000/- against the pending amount of Rs.83,210/-.  Thereafter, the Society has further deposited Rs.7000/- on 13.4.2011 and Rs.14,000/- on 18.4.2011 i.e. Rs.49,000/- against Rs.83,210/- and resultantly, a balance of  Rs.34,000/- is still due.

“After detailed discussion, the Committee recommended that the contract be renewed for four months with the direction that the Chandigarh Washer man Workshop (Regd.) Industrial Society Ltd., Sector-15, Chandigarh will deposit the balance amount in three equal monthly installments plus the electricity bill for the same period.”
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma and Smt. Anu Chatrath said that though Government notification has already been issued in this regard, yet the requisite infrastructure for an automatic Slaughter House has not been installed so far so as to meet the daily requirement of the city.  Therefore, a meeting in this regard to ascertain the facilities of Slaughtering there be called immediately.

The Mayor apprised the members that he himself visited the Slaughter House of Municipal Corporation in Industrial Area, Phase-II, which has not been upgraded and not in a position to cut all the birds required daily in the city.  The automatic slaughtering machine is still not operative. The objective of our Corporation to provide hygienic meat to the residents of city and recommended that we should call off the strike of meat sellers.  We have engaged only nine butchers, which are not sufficient to cut the required number of birds.  He further said that we should not compel the meat sellers to abide by the notification of Chandigarh Administration regarding the selling of meat.  After detailed discussion with the members and the officers, the Mayor was of the view that present system may be allowed to continue and also recommended that the officers of the M.O.H. Office may be authorized to inspect the quality of meat of the local meat sellers.       
Sh. Sunil Bhatia, Additional Commissioner-I was asked to direct the M.O.H. and Dr. Kamboj to be present in the meeting with a complete and up to date information viz-a-viz requisite infrastructure available in the Slaughter House.  He further said that he will discuss the matter with the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh to take up the issue with the higher authority of the Administration.    

TABLE AGENDA ITEM NO. 1

Purchase of three trucks of Enforcement Wing M, C, Chandigarh.
The Secretary put up table agenda item No.1 before the Committee for consideration.
Smt. Anu Chatrath pointed out that is the Finance & Contract Committee is higher than  the Enforcement Committee, as the present agenda was rejected by the F&CC earlier then why it was placed before the Enforcement Committee.  She further said justification of the available vehicles/trucks may be provided to consider the present agenda as the staff of Enforcement Wing usually adopt a pick and choose in the field and she is deadly against it. 
The Mayor desired that there should be no flying squad in the Enforcement Wing. 
Dr. A.P. Sanwaria apprised the members as per the enclosed letter of the Chandigarh Administration that no new vehicles can be purchased without the condemnation of the present vehicle.
In reply to it, the Secretary said that the Chandigarh Administration has already sanctioned Rs.35.00  lacs for the purchase of machinery in the current budget.


“After detailed discussion the Committee approved to purchase the 03No. trucks amounting to Rs.26,98,686/-(Rs.8,99,561.99 x 3 = Rs.26,98,686/-) subject to approval of Chandigarh Administration.”
TABLE AGENDA ITEM NO. 2


Revision of rates for sale and purchase of Cars and Scooters at the Car bazaar Sector 7 and Scooter bazaar Sector 22 and 41, Chandigarh.
The Secretary put up table agenda item No.2 before the Committee for consideration.
The Mayor said that the shopkeepers of showrooms market of Sector-7 approached him in his office and submitted that their business is suffering due to parking space for vehicles in front of their shops as the whole of parking area is occupied by the Car Bazaar dealers.
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma pointed out that public is approaching him on the plea that in reality, the Corporation does not want to shift the Car Bazaar from the present site to new earmarked site for the purpose.  He further stated that period of more than one year has elapsed but nothing has been done to develop the newly earmarked area at Hallomajra by providing the required infrastructure.  He further suggested that the Corporation should fix the charges per vehicle placed in the car bazaar. Sh. Sunil Bhatia, Additional Commissioner-I proposed that the fee should be charged per vehicle from the car bazaar i.e Rs.300/- per vehicle. At this, Dr. A.P. Sanwaria and Dr. Neelam Malik, Councillors said that the existing fee structure is on very lower side and we should increase it from Rs.500/- to Rs.5000/-.  
The Mayor recommended that the present fee of Rs.500/- per car dealer be enhanced to Rs.2500/-.      


“After due deliberation, it was unanimously resolved that till the layout plan for new car bazaar at Hallomajra is approved, the fee for permission for car bazaar per dealer be enhanced from Rs.500/- to Rs.2500/-.”


The meeting ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
