The Municipal Corporation Chandigarh in its endeavour to provide hygienic and quality chicken meat has created an infrastructure to slaughter birds by meat sellers.

Why:

1. Centralized slaughtering will ensure a quality check.
2. Keeping of live birds in a cruel manner i.e. in overcrowded cages without feed and water at shops throughout the day and night creates insanitary conditions.  Fly nuisance and unbearable stink is thus created.
3. Most of the customers don’t want to see killing of birds in their presence even if a few demand this, they just want to ensure quality as per their knowledge in the absence of official check which is not possible in such an unorganized way of slaughtering.  Many times birds die due to some disease, during transportation and overcrowding, there is every possibility of their sale to consumers by unscrupulous shopkeepers.
4. The waste generated during slaughtering is kept in shops and disposed off the next day.  Many shopkeepers throw this waste in unattended open spaces.  As per Central Pollution Control Board Norms Slaughter Waste should not be thrown in the open.
Solutions:

1. Centralized slaughtering at one point for quality check/stamp and will prevent insanitation at shops.
2. Biomethanation Plant is there at Municipal Corporation Slaughter House to treat slaughter waste.
3. The sheep/goat and pigs are already being slaughtered at Municipal Corporation Slaughter House in Industrial Area-I and a proper quality check is there by the Municipal Corporation Chandigarh.
4. The butchers and other staff are provided and paid by the Municipal Corporation who are educated from time to time for keeping hygiene and sanitation.  The quality equipments like stainless steel knives, aprons, gloves, masks, caps etc. will help them not to contract or transmit diseases.
5. A regular water supply which is very essential to keep cleanliness during slaughtering process is maintained through the tube well installed by Municipal Corporation in the Slaughter House Complex.
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
