AGENDA ITEM NO. 1



Confirmation of minutes of 206th meeting of the Finance and

The Secretary put up agenda item No.1 before the Committee for confirmation.

Dr. A.P.Sanwaria pointed out that the proposal of increasing existing fee structure for Car Bazaar was supported by all the members whereas only the name of         Dr. Neelam Malik and Dr. A.P.Sanwaria have been mentioned in the minutes. He was of the view that it should be amended.

The Mayor pointed out that some Govt. departments have covered the space meant for parking of vehicles and desired that all such parking be checked and the fence be removed.  The Mayor further pointed out that in the last meeting of the Committee, it was desired that a complete updated information regarding infrastructure available in Slaughter House be placed before the Committee, but it is not there.  
The Addl.CMC-I informed that being highly technical job, consultant is required for this project and approximately Rs.35.00 lac are required for consultancy services.
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma objected how the agenda was placed before the House for approval without mentioning the requirement of consultant for the project.  He asked whether the Slaughter House was approved before issuance of Meat Bye-laws?
Dr. Kamboj apprised that first the temporary bird slaughter house was set up and then the bye-laws were notified.
Dr. A.P.Sanwaria was of the view that all private slaughter houses be closed so that the meat seller could come to the Slaughter House of the Corporation.
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma said that the Corporation approved the modern Slaughter House eight years ago which has not so far been constructed by the Corporation.  Moreover, in absence of hi-tech facilities in the Slaughter House, shopkeepers are being asked to slaughter animals there.
The Mayor directed that detailed status report about the slaughter house be prepared and placed before the Committee.

The Addl.CMC-I  assured that private slaughter houses would be closed down and status report would be submitted before the Committee for information.

Request of Sr. Citizens Association (Regd.)


The Secretary put up table agenda item No.2 before the Committee for consideration.


The Mayor apprised that Chandigarh Senior Citizens’ Association (Regd.) is NGO, which organize various projects for welfare of the people.  They want to establish a physiotherapy centre at the Health Clinic, Sector 35-c, for which they need accommodation, whereas all equipments required for the centre will be provided by them.  They will provide free services to all senior citizens, physically challenged and BPLs.

The Addl.CMC-I apprised that the organization require two rooms, which can be vacated at a notice of 3 months.  The MOU will be executed in which all other terms & conditions will be incorporated.
The Mayor was of the view that the proposal be approved in principle and the officers should look into all other technicalities while executing the agreement and it should be free for all.
“The Committee considered & in principle allowed the Chandigarh Senior Citizens’ Association (Regd. ) to set up physiotherapy centre at Health Clinic at Sector-35C, Chandigarh, free of cost.  The officers will finalize other required terms & conditions and modalities for the said centre.”   
Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma said that it has come to notice through the newspaper that the official vehicles are being used at the residence of former Commissioner even after his repatriation.  He desired that the information on the following points be provided to the House in its coming meeting :-
1. Name of the person who filled the log book after 16.4.2011.

2. Expenses on fuel  after 15.4.2011.

3. After relieving the Commissioner, under whose custody this vehicle alongwith Driver should have been.
4. Written statement of S.O.(Mech) regarding vehicle’s allocation after 15.4.2011.

5. The detail of all the vehicles of the Corporation and with whom they are attached.
It was also desired that the Gypsy provided to PA to Commissioner be withdrawn immediately.
