Sh. S.S.Bida, Chief Engineer acted as Secretary as the officers were busy in Magistrate duty due to law & order problem and welcomed the Mayor, Commissioner & members of the Committee.


Sh. Chander Mukhi Sharma said that in the earlier meeting it was decided that estimate of non-plan expenditure will also be brought before the Committee, but the same are not being placed before the Committee.  He further said that there is shortage of sand and bajri as a result petty repair works are not being carried out.  


Sh. Jatinder Bhatia said that no patch work is being carried out in his ward due to shortage of material.  The members were of the view that material should be arranged in advance, so that repairing of roads could be done instantly.  


The Mayor said that the contractor had dug the road three months ago and left it unfilled as a result water logging occurred and mosquitoes are breeding there which can cause malaria & dengue.


Sh. Pardeep Chhabra said that officers do not attend the meeting of Ward Committees regularly.  Neither the problems pointed out in the meeting are being attended.  He suggested that the Secretary of the Ward Committee should submit action taken reports in the next meeting of the Ward Committees.


Sh. Ram Lal said that rates of material have increased as a result the contractors are not ready to work on the old rates.  He further said that there are heaps of cow dung in Hallomajra.  


The Mayor said that the milkmen in Dhanas have encroached upon a chunk of Govt. land, which should be got cleared from them.  Moreover, they throw the cow dung here & there and the situation is same in Hallomajra.  The Mayor congratulated the officers of Public Health Wingas there was not much water logging in the city despite heavy rains during current rainy season.


Sh. Pardeep Chhabra said that there is no security arrangement in parks and malba is not being lifted.  The decisions taken in the F&CC & House are not being implemented properly.


The Mayor directed that an agenda to engage security guards for big parks where fountains are installed be prepared and brought before the Committee in the next meeting.  The estimates for automation of parkings be prepared at the earliest and the work of repairing of roads be started at the earliest.  She also desired that a Sanitation Campaign be launched before Diwali in all the sectors.

AGENDA ITEM NO. 2
To take decision on the request of M/s Bharti Infratel Ltd. dated 10.9.2010 regarding towers installed at various Community Centres of Municipal Corporation, Chandigarh.


The Secretary put up agenda item No.2 before the Committee for consideration.



All the members said that the court has ordered to maintain status quo regarding the towers and the agreement with the company is 20 years.  There is plan to construct the first floor of some community centres and feasibility be examined to shift the towers from first floor to ground floor, so that first floor could be constructed.


Sh. Jatinder Bhatia was of the view that it can take a long time to decide the case therefore it would be better if the rent be increased up to 35% per annum.
“The Committee unanimously approved that the Community Centres in which construction of first floors have already been approved, towers be shifted from first floor to ground floor with 35% increase of present rent as the permission has already been granted for 20 years and they have got status quo order and as such these will be financial loss and in other Community Centres where there is feasibility on ground floors towers be shifted from first floor to ground floors with 35% increase.”
